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	Click the networking icon and then click Open Networking and Sharing Centre.
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	In the centre area of the window that appears click Set up a new connection or network.
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	Click Manually connect to a wireless network.
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	In Network name type OSA-BYOD.

Under Security type select WPA2-Enterprise.

Click Next.
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	Click Change connection settings.
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	Select the Security tab and click Settings.
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	Un tick Validate server certificate and then click Configure.
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	Un tick Automatically use my Windows logon name and password.

Click OK to close the window, then click ok on the ‘Protected EAP Properties’ Window.
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	Return to the Security tab and click Advanced settings.
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	Tick Specify authentication mode, select User authentication from the drop down box and then click Save credentials.
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	Enter the same username and password that you use to login to computers and then click OK.

Click OK to close the window, then click ok/close on any remaining windows.
